From the Curator,   Ron Sauer 
 
In today's world a lot of things are taken for granted. It's a given that young couples start 
out life in a three bedroom two and a half bath home with a two car attached garage. 
When I was young and growing up in the days just after WWII, things were quite different. 
First, I want to qualify myself as a "genuine" old person by saying that I am well over 50 
(68) which was the measuring mark to call someone old during my youth. When the men 
returned home from overseas, housing was at a premium. There weren't many 
apartments or houses to rent, so sacrifices were made at home to accommodate our 
returning heroes. Sometimes children had to sleep two or even three to a bed to make room. My brother and I 
slept with our grandmother. She had to sleep between us so we wouldn't fight. Can you imagine the line 
waiting at the bathroom door! You see, most homes of the time only had ONE bathroom! In the "dark ages" of 
the first half of the 20th century most people would only bathe once a week, usually Saturdays. The tub would be 
filled with hot water and the parade would begin. They went oldest first, down to the youngest. At our house, the 
wash tub would be brought up to the kitchen where Grandma was doing the baking for Sunday. The kitchen 
doors would be closed to keep in the heat from the oven, then Mom would fill the tub with hot water directly from 
the stove. At that time my brother and I would be put in the tub together and a week's worth of dirt would be 
scrubbed from our tiny bodies. During the week, it was common practice to "sponge bathe" to keep ourselves 
clean. That was adults as well as children.  
 
The telephone was only to be used by the adults in family. We had a 4-party line telephone shared by three other 
homes in our neighborhood. Children couldn't use the phone without permission. It would cost extra to call Elyria 
because that was considered to be a "long distance call." Today it seems every man, woman and child on earth 
has at least one cell phone! (Except ME!) In those days of no television, x-box, computers or other electronic 
gadgets of today, we made our own entertainment by playing games outside in the sunshine. That doesnôt sound 
too bad. Does it!  
 
We would walk to Hawthorne-Boone School every day, rain or shine. That was never a hardship, because 
everyone did it. The sidewalk to school would be filled with happy children enjoying the company of their friends. 
Many lifelong friendships were made on those daily journeys. I grew up listening to my dad telling stories of how 
he had to walk 5 miles uphill, through rain snow to get to his country school on Middle Ridge Rd. It was such a 
hardship that he quit school when he was 13 and got a job working as a field hand for his neighbor on the Dute 
farm. Years later I measured the distance with my car. First, it wasn't 5 miles. It was just about 1 mile. Secondly, 
it was FLAT all the way. I guess my point of this whole article is that someday the younger generation will be 
telling about the hardships of growing up in the early days of the 21st century!

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Molly the Pony Visits the Village! 
 
It  was through the generously of Amherst Historical Society member, Marilyn Jenne, that on 
Sunday May 31st the village welcomed  a very special guest, Molly the Pony, whose unique 
story is actual, therapeutic and above all, inspirational.  It began when hurricane Katrina hit 
southern Louisiana and Molly was left behind by her owners. After spending  weeks on her 
own, she was finally rescued and taken to a farm where abandoned animals were being cared 
for.  As the animals were trying to adjust to their new and confusing surroundings, the stress 
was too much for at least one and as a result an abandoned pit bull took its rage out on Molly.  
Her right front leg was completely destroyed; her injuries too extensive to heal completely. She 
was taken to Louisiana State University where the veterinarian doctors determined an 
amputation just belong the knee was indicated to be followed by an artificial prostatic limb, but 
were uncertain of the outcome as they had never tried to save a horseôs leg by amputation, 
yet, design an artificial limb.  To the their astonishment, Molly underwent the rare surgery 
without complication, was fitted for the prosthesis and relearned how to walk  The surgery was 

performed by veterinarian  Dr. Rustin Moore who later became the Bud Jenne Professor at Ohio State 
Veterinarian College. 
 
Mollyôs prosthesis has given her a whole new life..she has a job now! She travels to shelters, hospitals, nursing 
homes and rehabilitation centers...anywhere people need hope.  She is truly an inspiration..and how nice of her 
to take time from her trips to the various medical centers to visit our village on a beautiful spring afternoon.
