It included a gourmet multi-course
dinner, a great speaker and interesting items that were raffled off. We are excited to announce that our second
annual Ohio Archaeology Dinner is scheduled for Thursday, March 24th, 2011, at 6:30pm at the AHS Sandstone
Village Grange Hall. Please visit our website for further details.

Dr. Stothers' talk at the Archaeological Society of Ohio's January 16, 2011 meeting in Columbus was very well
received. Dr. Stothers' talk was entitled "The Heckleman Site and the Hopewellian Middle Woodland, 100 B.C.
to 500 A.D. in Northern Ohio; Competitive Trade with the Far North". His hour-long speech was accented with
several maps showing trade routes in the Lake Erie region. He stressed that there were no state or country
borders at that time, and that archaeological evidence overlaps modern-day borders. Exotic materials including
mica from the southeastern United States and copper from the Lake Superior region are evidence of these trade
networks. One of the materials exported from central Ohio was Flint Ridge Flint. An eight-mile long vein of this
highly coveted, beautiful stone used to make arrowheads and stone tools runs through Licking and Muskingum
counties.

We encourage AHS members to visit us during our lab sessions to learn about how FARC is striving to educate
the public about Ohio's exciting prehistoric and historic past. We'll keep the light on for you!
