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The Purple Heart 
 

The original Purple heart, designated as the Badge of Military Honor, was established by George Washington, 
then commander-in-chief of the Continental Army, on August 7, 1782. The Badge of Military Merit was only 

awarded to three Revolutionary War soldiers.  
 
Following the War of Independence, the award was forgotten until 1927 when a draft was sent 
to Congress to revive the Badge of Military Merit. The bill was defeated by Congress, but all 
the collected materials were filed for possible future use.  
 
In 1931 General Douglas MacArthur, in conjunction with the Washington Commission of Fine 
Arts, reopened work on a new design which was issued on the bicentennial of George  
Washingtonôs birth. It  was later redesigned and became known as the Purple Heart. 
 
The Purple Heart is awarded in the name of the President of the United States to any member 
of the Armed Forces of the United States who, while serving under competent authority in any 
capacity with one of the U.S. Armed Services after April 5, 1917, has been wounded or killed, 
or has died after being wounded.

As Curator, it's not always easy to come up with an article for our newsletter that would be 
interesting to our readers.  So here are a few of my thoughts on a subject that is as  
 important today as it was in the 1940ôs. 
 
Have you ever driven down Main Street behind a car that's going slower than the posted 
speed limit?  It's usually an older gentleman in a big car.  Did you ever notice if his license 
plate is emblazoned with an emblem of the Purple Heart?  If you did, did you ever stop and 
think what that man had to endure to be awarded that precious medal?   
 
In the last few years I have had the privilege of meeting three gentlemen that are at the top of my hero list. 
The first man is Jim.  At the age of 21, Jim was the pilot of a B-26 bomber that flew 36 missions over enemy 
territory in Europe during World War II.  He was responsible for the safety of a 10 man crew.  He never lost a 
man.  Upon returning to the United States, he finished his tour of duty as a test pilot for the Army.  Now, that's a 
true hero! 
 
Next comes my friend Bill.  He was a navigator in World War II of a bomber that flew countless missions over some 
of the most dangerous targets in Germany.  His job was to guide his plane to the target and safely route his plane 
back to the home base.  After the War, he came home to resume a normal life.  Then, Korea flared up.  He was 
called back into service and continued his career in the Pentagon as a Lt. Colonel.  His responsibilities in the  
Pentagon included keeping track of all the American nuclear weapons in the world. Finally, after retiring from the  
military, he came back to our town of Amherst and again resumed a civilian life.  Another hero! 
 
My third friend is Ralph.  When the Korean War flared up, Ralph answered the call and went off to fight.  He was 
equipped with the best summer uniforms that the military had to offer - too bad it was the middle of winter in Korea, 
with temperatures well below zero.  Frost bite was his constant friend.  Not only did he have to fight the Koreans, 
but soon the Chinese joined the fray against the United Nations troops.  Ralph was wounded, awarded the Purple 
Heart, and finally sent home.  He proudly displays the Purple Heart on his license plate.  Another of my heroes! 
There are hundreds of men and women walking around in Amherst today who deserve to be called heroes for their 
service to this Country during times of war and in times of peace keeping. 
 
If you are looking for someone to be a "real" role model, you may only have to look next door.  Or, you may be  
living with one! Thank you to all men and women who have proudly served our Country.  You are ALL my heroes!

The Firelands Archaeological Research Center housed at the Amherst Historical Societyôs Sandstone Village 
next to the Art Studio and Gallery has had a busy winter and early spring.  We have washed and cataloged 
the 2009 excavation seasonôs artifacts from the Heckleman site on the Huron River near Milan, Ohio. We 
have categorized and analyzed the artifacts. We have measured and drawn projectile points, blades and 
scrapers. We have glued together broken ceramics and drawn them and photographed all the important 
artifacts. What we found is that the inner of two parallel ditches which prehistorically were a mound and ditch 
system was filled with Middle Woodland (0-500 A.D,) discarded material: pottery, points, prismatic bladelets 
and a core, mica scraps, flint flakes, and remains of deer, elk, and turtle. From charcoal pockets in the 
features samples have been sent to a lab to obtain radiocarbon dates that will tell us give or take 50-80 years 
when this ditch was filled and when the people who lived at this site were present 

 
FARC held a Native American Foods Dinner at the Grange Hall in February at which Dr. Brian 

Redmond, Curator of Archaeology and Director of Science at the Cleveland Museum of Natural History, 
spoke on the history of prehistoric native peoples in North Central Ohio. FARCôs Director Dr. David Stothers, 
Professor of Anthropology at the University of Toledo, spoke at the Grange Hall on March 24th to Amherst 
Historical Society members as well as FARC and Sandusky Bay Chapter of the Archaeological Society of 
Ohio members. Dr. Stothers topic was the Protohistoric Trade Route Down the St. Lawrence River and into 
the Lower Great Lakes. These programs and others planned later this fall are part of the public education 
focus of FARC in addition to our research oriented excavations in North Central Ohio. We are very grateful 
that the Amherst Historical Society has seen fit to make us a part of the offerings that the Society makes 
available to the people of Amherst and the surrounding area. 

 
We have a few lab sessions left this spring on Sunday mornings and open to anyone with an interest 

in what archaeology is all about. Recently we had Dr. Jeb Bowen of the Ohio Historical Society training 
members on animal bone identification and Dr. Mark Seeman  Professor of Archaeology at Kent State 
University providing education on the Ohio Hopewell.  In  June we will once again go to the field at the 
Heckleman site. For the second year we will be joined by the Cleveland Museumôs Archaeological Summer 
School for part of the season. Check our website for details at firelandsarchaeology.org .

Just a few lines to let you know that I am still alive. I am writing this slowly because I know that you 
can't read very fast. You won't know the house when you come home. We've moved. About your 
father, he has got a lovely new job. He has 500 men under him. He cuts grass at the cemetery. Your 
sister Mary had a baby this morning. I haven't found out yet if it's a boy or a girl, so I don't know if 
your an aunt or an uncle. I went to the doctors on Thursday and your father came with me. The 
doctor put a small tube in my mouth and told me not to talk for 10 minutes. Your father offered to buy 
it from him. Your uncle Patrick drowned last week in a vat of Irish whiskey at the Dublin brewery. 
Some of his workmates tried to save him but he fought them off bravely. They cremated him and it 
took 3 days to put the fire out. It only rained twice this week, first for 3 days and then for 4 days. We 
had a letter from the undertaker. He said if the last payment on your grandmother's plot wasn't paid 
in 7 days, up she comes.
