The Sunday Village tours have ended for the winter months, but the Quigley Museum will remain 
open on Sundays from 2:00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m.  We had a good number of visitors to the area over 
the season and we are encouraged by the number of tour request we are receiving from groups 
outside of the Amherst area.  I think the word is finally getting out about what we have to offer here at the Amherst 
Sandstone Village.  Upcoming is "Christmas in the Village".  Plan to bring your family to visit and get into the holiday 
spirit. 
 
The upcoming Arcadia Publishing Company book titled "Images of America - Amherst" has been completed and 
sent to the publishing company for publication.  For those who are unfamiliar with Arcadia books, "Images of Amer-
ica" series chronicles the history of communities from Bangor, Maine to Manhattan Beach, California.   
Some 200 vintage black-and-white photographs celebrate a town or region, bringing to life the people, places and 
events that define the community.  Over the last six months, Dr. Donna DeBlasio and Dr. Martha I. Pallante along 
with staff and members of AHS selected photos, researched the history of Amherst and put together a book on the 
history of Amherst.  The book will be published in about five months and will make a wonderful gift for anyone who 
has a passion for the city of Amherst.

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School Bells in the Village 
 

Each day during the third week of October the village is filled 
with Amherst third grade students stepping back in time to visit 
a 1890ôs school room complete with primitive desks, McGuffey 
readers, soapstone markers, cloth erasers and slate desk tab-
lets.  As they make their way to their desk a period dressed 
school ñmarmò introduces them to times, events, and disci-
plines of an 1890 classroom. They learn that  in the 1800ôs  
students sat up straight, stood when responding to a sentence 
and responded using complete sentences. Afterwards using 
their slate tablet, they calculate their ñsumsò, print out spelling 
words and complete the session with a geography lesson iden-
tifying local and expanded areas. 
 
Following class they tour our 1870ôs Blacksmithôs shop with a 
Smitty demonstration, then visit our  fully restored 1840ôs home  

containing much of the original household utensils and furnishings complete with an authentic smokehouse and 
a three seat outhouse in the back.  The tour ends with the students visiting the Quigley Museum where they have 
actual hands on use of early memorabilia.  In 2008 approximately 300 students attended the program.
