Otto Gall 
1889 - 1909 

 
Mrs. Norma Sexton, nee Norma Gawne, of Amherst, niece of Otto Gall, graciously  
donated her pictures of Otto who died at the age of 19 while at work on a channeling  
machine in one of the quarries. To the left is 
her photo of Otto and the print on the right is  
of his funeral. Seated in the photo are sisters 
Edith, Ella, Frieda and Matilda Gall and just 
appearing beside the grave stone is brother, 
Elmer Gall. Matilda Gall was Mrs. Sextonôs 
grandmother.  
 
Otto was a member of the Woodsman of the 
World, a fraternal lodge that offered death and 
monument benefits. The uniformed men  
surrounding the marker were members of The Woodsman of the World. It was a society 
practice that upon the death of a member, the remaining members attend the funeral in 
full dress uniform carrying the symbolic axe.   
 

Tombstones in the shape of a tree 
stump or in the shape of logs called 
treestones were provided by the  
society as part of the death benefit. 
Pictured to the left is Otto Gallôs  
tombstone in the shape of five logs 
located in Crownhill Cemetery. To the 
right is one of his floral arrangements.  
It is thought the clock denotes his time 

of death. In the upper right is a flowered display representing two 
crossed axes and below it an arrangement with the initials W. O. W. 
for Woodsman of the World imprinted on the flowers.
