Quarry Story Update 
 
 Many of you may have seen the four Youngstown State University graduate students researching 
quarry material at our society office in preparation for their development of the Quarry Story traveling exhibit 
funded by our recently acquired Ohio Humanities Grant.  The students assigned to the project are Krista 
Wagner, Pam Zembower, and Jason Sotlar, who are graduate students in the YSU American Studies  
program and Rachel Moses who is a graduate student in History. All are currently enrolled in the YSU 2007 
spring semester Museum Curation and Interpretation II program.  
 
 In the fall of 2006 they completed Museum Curation and Interpretation I where they studied museum 
history, theory and ethics.  In Curation II, they are implementing the knowledge they gained the previous  
semester by performing background research, selecting images and scripting and designing the traveling  
exhibit. As well, they are developing grade appropriate educational material to accompany the exhibit that can 
be used by teachers in their classroom. 
 
 In addition, Tammy Troop, who is an YSU history graduate assistant, funded by the Historical  
Society, is organizing the quarry collection, which is stored in the basement of the Harris Dute House.  To 
date, Tammy has computed and assigned accession numbers to 1,327 blueprints and 1,004 archival  
documents. Her work is facilitating the production of the exhibit and educational materials. 
 
 Dr. Donna DeBlasio, Associate Professor, YSU Department of History, stated that the Amherst Quarry 
Story project is providing an opportunity for her class to complete their hands-on project assignment while 
gaining valuable hands-on experience, which will benefit them in their future careers.
